Complaints of Breach of Privilege or Contempt and Personal Explanations

The President informed the Assembly that he had, within the prescribed time,

received a request from Mr. Bérubé, Official Opposition House Leader, to be heard on an
alleged breach of privilege.

In his notice, the Official Opposition House Leader alleged that the Minister

responsible for Access to Information and the Reform of Democratic Institutions acted in
contempt of Parliament on 17 May 2018 by giving journalists a copy of Bill 179, An Act
to amend the Act respecting Access to documents held by public bodies and the
Protection of personal information, before introducing it in the Assembly.
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The notice further stated the Official Opposition House Leader’s intention to
move a motion under Standing Orders 315 and following.

The President took the matter under advisement.

Oral Questions and Answers

The Assembly proceeded to Oral Question Period.

Motions Without Notice

By leave of the Assembly to set aside Standing Order 185, Mr. Proulx, Minister
of Education, Recreation and Sports, together with Mr. Turcotte (Saint-Jean),
Mr. Roberge (Chambly), Mr. Nadeau-Dubois (Gouin), Mr. St-Denis (Argenteuil),
Mr. Lelievre (Gaspé) and Mrs. Ouellet (Vachon), moved:

THAT the National Assembly pay tribute to Québec’s
two Council of the Federation Literacy Award recipients,
Mrs. Carolane Flamand, adult education student, and the
Fondation pour I’aphabétisation, for its “La lecture en cadeau”
program;

THAT the National Assembly take this opportunity to
recall that education is a lifelong continuum and that literacy is
one of the means of achieving it.

By leave of the Assembly, the motion was carried.
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By leave of the Assembly to set aside Standing Order 185, Mrs. Hivon (Joliette),
together with Mrs. Guilbault (Louis-Hébert), Mr. Nadeau-Dubois (Gouin), Mr. Leliévre
(Gaspé) and Mrs. Ouellet (Vachon), moved:

THAT the National Assembly ask its Members to
reiterate their vote of 21 March 2018 on abolishing the additional
contribution for subsidized childcare, also known as the “family

tax”.

The question was put on this motion, and a recorded division was thereupon
demanded.

Mr. Spénard (Beauce-Nord), together with Mr. LeBel (Rimouski), Mr. Nadeau-
Dubois (Gouin) and Mrs. Ouellet (Vachon), moved a motion on closing the private

seniors’ residence in Vallée-Jonction; this motion could not be debated for want of
unanimous consent.

By leave of the Assembly to set aside Standing Order 185, Mr. Nadeau-Dubois

(Gouin), together with Mrs. Hivon (Joliette), Mr. Lelievre (Gaspé) and Mrs. Ouellet
(Vachon), moved:

THAT the National Assembly mark “Semaine des
services éducatifs publics a la petite enfance”, held from 27 May
to 2 June 2018;

THAT it highlight that 10 years have gone by since the
Grenier ruling and the passage of legislation allowing
educational home childcare services to unionize to demand better
working conditions;
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THAT it recognize that childcare workers contribute to
our children’s overall development and education;

THAT it highlight that subsidized home childcare

providers governed by the Act do far more than babysit and that
they operate educational services.

By leave of the Assembly, the motion was carried.

By leave of the Assembly to set aside Standing Order 84.1 and pursuant to
Standing Order 146, Mr. Tanguay, Deputy Government House Leader, moved:

THAT the National Assembly give effect to the order of
reference given to the Committee on Culture and Education
within the framework of the consideration of Bill 185, An Act to
defer the next general school election and to allow the
Government to provide for the use of a remote voting method, to
hear the Chief Electoral Officer of Québec, for a period of one
hour, on 30 May 2018 in the Louis-Joseph Papineau Room;

THAT a period of 12 minutes be set aside for opening
statements, allocated as follows: 6 minutes to the parliamentary
group forming the Government, 3 minutes 30 seconds to the
parliamentary group forming the Official Opposition, and
2 minutes 30 seconds to the Second Opposition Group;

THAT the presentation by each individual or
organization last no longer than 10 minutes and the exchange
with the Committee members last no longer than 50 minutes,
allocated as follows: 25 minutes to the parliamentary group
forming the Government, 15 minutes to the Official Opposition,
and 10 minutes to the Second Opposition Group;

THAT the Minister of Education, Recreation and Sports
be a member of the said Committee during its proceedings with
respect to this order of reference.
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By leave of the Assembly, this motion was carried.

THAT the National Assembly recognize that significant,
and often unjustified, fluctuations in gasoline prices in Québec
have a negative impact on Québec families;

THAT the National Assembly ask the Federal
Government to mandate the Competition Bureau of Canada to
investigate the widespread gasoline price increases in Québec.
