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Report Stage

The Assembly took into consideration the report from the Committee on
Institutions on its clause-by-clause consideration of Bill 170, An Act to modernize the
legal regime applicable to liquor permits and to amend various other legislative
provisions with regard to alcoholic beverages.

After debate thereon, the report was concurred in.

Relations on its clause-by-clause consideration of Bill 178, An Act to amend various
legislative provisions concerning consumer protection.
