Education, for the passage of Bill 5, An Act to amend the Education Act and other
provisions regarding preschool education services for students 4 years of age.
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The debate being concluded, the question was put on this motion, and a recorded
division was thereupon demanded.

At the request of Mr. Schneeberger, Deputy Government House Leader, the
division was deferred until Routine Proceedings on the next sitting day.

Report Stage

The Assembly took into consideration the report from the Committee on Public
Finance on its clause-by-clause consideration of Bill 36, An Act to amend the Companies
Act concerning participation in and decision making at meetings of legal persons without
share capital.

After a debate thereon, the report was concurred in.
At 4.17 o’clock p.m., at the request of Mr. Schneeberger, Deputy Government

House Leader, Mr. Picard, First Vice-President, suspended the proceedings until 6.00
o’clock p.m.
