However, if only one independent Member takes part in the debate, that Member’s
speaking time is 2 minutes. Within this framework, any time not used by the independent
Members or by a parliamentary group shall be redistributed among the parliamentary
groups in the proportions established above. Lastly, individual addresses shall not be
limited.

A debate arose thereon.
