In its 2021–2022 annual report, the Commission des droits de la personne et des 

droits de la jeunesse follows up on the Québec government’s achievement of the 

targets set out in the Act respecting equal access to employment in public bodies. 

 

On page 30 of the report, we are told that Indigenous peoples’ representation in 

the 338 public bodies subject to this law has been stagnant at the rate of 0.4% for 

the last three years. 

 

Can the Chair of the Conseil du Trésor inform us of the measures that are in place 

to rectify this situation and specify what her objectives and timetable are to ensure
