Business Standing in the Name of Members in Opposition 

 

 

Mr. Beauchemin (Marguerite-Bourgeoys) moved: 

 

THAT the National Assembly take note that the CAQ 

government has proposed to finance tax cuts by diverting revenue 

dedicated to the Generations Fund; 
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THAT it declare that this would have a negative impact 

on reducing intergenerational inequity and have a significant long-

term impact in terms of potential lost revenues for the Generations 

Fund; 

 

THAT it recall that reducing Québec’s debt ratio will 

require concerted long-term efforts; 

 

THAT it declare that any modification to the payments or 

operation of the Fund must first be the subject of extensive 

consultations with the youth of Québec; 

 

THAT, accordingly, the Assembly ask the CAQ 

government to maintain the Generations Fund’s capital and 

dedicated revenue payment deposits. 

 

Ms. Soucy, First Vice-President, informed the Assembly of the allocation of 

speaking time for the proceedings with respect to this limited debate: 10 minutes to the 

mover of the motion for his reply; 54 minutes 15 seconds to the parliamentary group 

forming the Government; 30 minutes 34 seconds to the parliamentary group forming the 

Official Opposition; 17 minutes 42 seconds to the Second Opposition Group; 6 minutes to 

the Third Opposition Group; and 1 minute 30 seconds to the independent Member. Within 

this framework, any time not used by the independent Member or by a parliamentary group 

shall be redistributed among the parliamentary groups in the proportions established above. 

Lastly, individual addresses shall not be limited. 

 

 A debate arose thereon. 

 

 At the end of his address, Mr. St-Pierre Plamondon, Leader of the Third 

Opposition Group, moved: 

 

THAT the motion moved by the Member for Marguerite-

Bourgeoys be amended as follows: 

 

1. by inserting the following paragraph after the third 

paragraph: 

 

“THAT it reiterate that current efforts to fight against 

climate change contribute to intergenerational equity by reducing 

the burden of environmental debt that future generations will have 

to bear;”; 
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2. by replacing the last paragraph by the following 

paragraph: 

 

“THAT, accordingly, it ask the CAQ government to 

abandon the announced tax cuts and to maintain the Generations 

Fund’s capital and dedicated revenue payment deposits, except for 

the fight against climate change.” 

 

 The motion, as amended, would read as follows: 

 

THAT the National Assembly take note that the CAQ 

government has proposed to finance tax cuts by diverting revenue 

dedicated to the Generations Fund; 

 

THAT it declare that this would have a negative impact 

on reducing intergenerational inequity and have a significant long-

term impact in terms of potential lost revenues for the Generations 

Fund; 

 

THAT it recall that reducing Québec’s debt ratio will 

require concerted long-term efforts; 

 

THAT it reiterate that current efforts to fight against 

climate change contribute to intergenerational equity by reducing 

the burden of environmental debt that future generations will have 

to bear; 

 

THAT it declare that any modification to the payments or 

operation of the Fund must first be the subject of extensive 

consultations with the youth of Québec; 

 

THAT, accordingly, it ask the CAQ government to 

abandon the announced tax cuts and to maintain the Generations 

Fund’s capital and dedicated revenue payment deposits, except for 

the fight against climate change.
