To the Minister Responsible for Relations with the First Nations and the Inuit 
 

At the end of February, members of the Atikamekw community of Wemotaci 

erected blockades on forest roads to put an end to logging and to preserve their 
territory in the Haute-Mauricie region. 

 

They consider that the Government, through the Bureau de mise en marché des 

bois, has acted without prior consultation and, especially, without consent in the 
planning of forest activities. 

 

The Atikamekw have requested a discussion with the Government but the latter 
has not yet responded to them. 

 

Can the Minister Responsible for Relations with the First Nations and the Inuit tell 
us what he intends to do to resolve this situation?
