5. The first regulation made under section 338.2 ofthe Act respecting health
services and social services (chapter S-4.2), enacted by section 1 ofthis Act, must,
in particular, set out

(1) the definition of “personnel placement agency”, meaning a person,
partnership or other entity that offers personnel leasing services to a health and
social services body;

(2) the definition of “independent labour”, meaning a natural person
who, under a service contract, provides services to a health and social services
body;

(3) the prohibition for an institution to call on a personnel placement
agency’s services or on independent labour in the following territories:

(a) flot later than from 3E December 2024 in urban territories, which
must at least include all or part of each ofthe Capitale-Nationale, the Montréal and
the Laval health regions, and

(b) not later than from 31 December 2025 in intermediate territories,
which must at least include all or part of each ofthe Mauricie-et-Centre-du-Québec
and the Estrie health regions.

The first regulation may have a shorter publication period than that required
under section 11 ofthe Regulations Act (chapter R-18.1), but not shorter than 20
days. In addition, such a regulation is not subject to the requirement of section 17
of that Act as regards its date of coming into force.
