Information on the Proceedings of the Assembly

Ms. Soucy, First Vice-President, informed the Assembly that on Wednesday,
19 April 2023 during Business Standing in the Name of Members in Opposition, a debate
would be held on the motion moved by Mr. Kelley (Jacques-Cartier).

THAT the National Assembly ask the Québec
government, in collaboration with Hydro-Québec, to review the
reconnection priority protocol to correct the problems experienced
during the recent ice storm, as CHSLDs and seniors’ homes were
not prioritized adequately;

Québec teams who worked round the clock since the beginning of
the storm, on April 5, to reconnect affected Québec homes.
