Business Standing in the Name of Members in Opposition

Mr. Aussant (Nicolet-Yamaska) moved:

THAT the National Assembly demand that the Liberal
Government not proceed with the refurbishment of Gentilly-2
nuclear generating station and that it take steps toward its
decommissioning;

THAT the National Assembly demand that the
Government develop as soon as possible, in collaboration with
the interested stakeholders, a specific and ambitious action plan
to preserve the economic vitality of the Centre-du-Québec and
Mauricie regions.
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Mr. Gendron, Third Vice-President, informed the Assembly of the allocation of
speaking time for the proceedings with respect to this motion: 10 minutes shall be allotted
to the mover of the motion for his reply; 5 minutes shall be granted to the Member for
Mercier; 1 minute 37 seconds shall be allotted to each of the other independent Members;
7 minutes 42 seconds shall be allotted to the Members of the Second Opposition Group;
the rest of the time set aside for this debate shall be shared equally between the
parliamentary group forming the Government and the parliamentary group forming the
Official Opposition. Within this framework, any time not used by the independent
Members or by the Members of the Second Opposition Group shall be redistributed
equally between the parliamentary group forming the Government and the parliamentary
group forming the Official Opposition; and any time not used by the parliamentary group
forming the Government shall go to the parliamentary group forming the Official
Opposition and vice versa. Lastly, individual addresses shall not be limited.

The debate arose thereon.
