Government Bills

Passage

Mr. Bolduc, Minister of Health and Social Services, moved the passage of
Bill 55, An Act respecting the professional recognition of medical electrophysiology
technologists.

After debate thereon, the motion was carried and, accordingly, Bill 55 was
passed.

Report Stage

The Assembly took into consideration the report from the Committee on
Institutions on its clause-by-clause consideration of Bill 61, Chartered Professional
Accountants Act.

After debate thereon, the report was concurred in.

Debates on Reports from Committees

The Assembly took into consideration the report from the Select Committee on
Dying with Dignity, which, on 7, 8, 9, 10, 24, 28, 29 and 30 September, on 12, 13, 14, 15,
22 and 26 October, on 2, 11, 19, 25 and 26 November 2010, on 31 January 2011, on 1, 3,
4, 9, 10, 14, 15 and 17 February, as well as on 22 March 2011, held public hearings
within the framework of a general consultation on the issue of dying with dignity. The
Committee also held 51 deliberative meetings in relation to this mandate. The report
contains 24 recommendations.

By leave of the Assembly to set aside Standing Order 210, Mr. Ouimet, Second
Vice-President, informed the Assembly of the allocation of speaking time for the
proceedings with respect to this limited debate: a fixed time period of 2 hours 30 minutes,
divided into 8 addresses of 18 minutes 45 seconds each, will be shared equally among the
speakers.
