AND WHEREAS the Parties wish to further amend the 2004-2013 Agreement pursuant
to Article 19 thereof}

NOW THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual covenants hereinafter set forth; the
Parties hereto agree as follows:

N All terms and conditions of the 2834—2913 Agreement, as amended, remain
unchanged except a8 provided in this Amendment.

2. Article 22 of the 2004-2013 Agreement is removed and the following substituted
therefor:

22.1 This Agreement shall be in effect from October 1, 2004 to
March 31, 2014, subject to the termination provisions contained in this
Agreement.

22.2 Commencing no later than April 1, 2013, the Partics agree to start
negotiating the terms of the new policing Agreement and to strive to
complete those negotiations by December 31, 2013,
