Motions Without Notice

By leave of the Assembly to set aside Standing Order 185, Mr. Cloutier, Minister
for Canadian Intergovernmental Affairs, the Canadian Francophonie and Sovereignist
Governance, together with Mr. Caire (La Peltrie), Mr. Khadir (Mercier) and Mr. Ratthé
(Blainville), moved:

THAT the National Assembly recall that the Supreme
Court Act stipulates that three of the Supreme Court judges shall
be from Québec and that they shall be appointed from among the
judges of the Court of Appeal or of the Superior Court of Québec
or from among practicing lawyers, members of the Québec Bar;

THAT it recall that this constitutional guarantee
preserves Québec's distinctiveness and civil law tradition and
cannot be altered or otherwise modified without the consent of
the National Assembly of Québec;

THAT it recall Québec's historic position that the three
Québec judges on the Supreme Court should be selected from
among the candidates recommended by the Attorney General of
Québec to the federal government;

THAT it recall the importance of having three judges
from Québec on the Supreme Court when cases that are of major
importance to Québec are heard;

THAT it deplore the federal government's unilateralism
with regard to the appointment of the latest Québec judge to the
Supreme Court;

THAT it deplore that the decision of the Prime Minister
of Canada has led to objections to the appointment of this judge,
as well as to his temporary withdrawal, thereby depriving
Québec of one third of its representation on the Supreme Court.

By leave of the Assembly, the motion was carried.

By leave of the Assembly to set aside Standing Order 185, Mrs. St-Pierre
(Acadie), together with Mrs. Roy (Montarville), Mrs. David (Gouin) and Mr. Ratthé

Information on the Proceedings of the Assembly

Following a question raised by the Official Opposition House Leader at the
sitting of 24 October 2013, Mrs. Poirier, First Vice-President, gave a directive on
statements made outside of parliamentary proceedings by a minister and certain unions,
with regard to Members sitting in opposition, within the context of the clause-by-clause
consideration of Bill 45, An Act respecting the Ministére de I’Enseignement supérieur, de
la Recherche, de la Science et de la Technologie.

DIRECTIVE FROM THE CHAIR

The Chair wishes to point out that Members may carry out their parliamentary
work as they see fit. A Parliament conducts business according to rules of procedure that
ensure democratic balance within the framework of deliberations. Under these rules, the
Government has significant power of initiative and Members dispose of the necessary
tools to control and examine the measures proposed by the Government. Parliamentary
procedures and speaking times that arise therefrom may be used freely by the Members at
each stage of the consideration of a bill.

It is the purpose of Parliament. In fact, a Parliament is first and foremost a series
of rights and procedures at the disposal of Members to freely debate matters that concern
governance and the public interest.

In the present circumstances, the Chair cannot go beyond recalling these broad
principles. Each Member of the Assembly must take responsibility for any statement or
judgment he makes regarding the work of his colleagues. The same is true with regard to
statements made by groups that have an interest in the proceedings of the Assembly.

While no right or privilege was violated in this case, the Chair wishes to point out
the importance of the independence of the work of Members and states that it will never
hesitate to intervene if it deems that this independence is threatened.
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Mr. Ouimet, Third Vice-President, informed the Assembly that on Wednesday,
30 October 2013, during Business Standing in the Name of Members in Opposition, a
debate will be held on the motion by Mr. Paradis (Brome-Missisquoi).

This motion reads as follows:

THAT the Committee on Public Finance hear the
Auditor General of Québec on Monday, 4 November 2013,
beginning at 2.00 o’clock p.m., regarding his desire to
implement the order given by the National Assembly last
24 September, following the adoption of a motion instructing
him to analyze the economic update that will be presented by the
Minister of Finance and the Economy in respect of 2013-2014;

THAT the presentation by the Auditor General of
Québec last no longer than 30 minutes and the exchange with the
Committee members last no longer than 90 minutes;

THAT the Committee report to the Assembly on
7 November 2013 unless the Committee decides otherwise.

ORDERS OF THE DAY

Government Bills

Report Stage

The Assembly took into consideration the report from the Committee on Public
Finance on its clause-by-clause consideration of Bill 38, An Act respecting the
governance of public infrastructures, establishing the Société québécoise des
infrastructures and amending various legislative provisions, together with the
amendments handed in by Mr. Bédard, Minister responsible for Government
Administration and Chair of the Conseil du trésor.
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The amendments were declared in order.
After debate thereon, the amendments were carried.

The report, as amended, was concurred in.

The Assembly took into consideration the report from the Committee on
Agriculture, Fisheries, Energy and Natural Resources on its clause-by-clause
consideration of Bill 46, An Act to amend the Act respecting the acquisition of farm land
by non-residents, together with the amendments handed in by Mr. Khadir (Mercier).

Of the ten amendments handed in by Mr. Khadir (Mercier), one amendment was
declared in order.

After debate thereon, the amendment was negatived.

The report was concurred in.

Passage in Principle

The Assembly resumed the debate, which had been adjourned on 10 October
2013, on the motion by Mrs. Ouellet, Minister of Natural Resources, for the passage in
principle of Bill 43, Mining Act.

The debate being concluded, the question was put on this motion; a recorded
division was thereupon demanded.

At the request of Mr. Traversy, Deputy Government House Leader, the division
was deferred until Routine Proceedings on the next sitting day.
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At 5.13 o'clock p.m., at the request of Mr. Traversy, Deputy Government House
Leader, Mrs. Poirier, First Vice-President, suspended the proceedings until
6.00 o’clock p.m.

The proceedings resumed at 6.03 o'clock p.m.

Debates Upon Adjournment

The Assembly held three debates upon adjournment:

— the first, on a question by Mrs. Blais (Saint-Henri—Sainte-Anne) to
Mr. Hébert, Minister of Health and Social Services and Minister
responsible for Seniors, about the cuts in nursing positions;

— the second, on a question by Mrs. St-Pierre (Acadie) to Mr. Lisée,
Minister responsible for the Montréal region, about the fact that the
Minister no longer takes into consideration the opinion of municipalities
and cities regarding highway widening and rebuilding projects;

— the third, on a question by Mr. Billette (Huntingdon) to Mr. Gendron,
Minister of Agriculture, Fisheries and Food, about the significant job
losses in the food processing industry in recent months.
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Mr. Gendron, Minister of Agriculture, Fisheries and Food, moved the
adjournment of the Assembly until Wednesday, 30 October 2013, at 9.45 o'clock a.m.

The motion was carried.

Accordingly, at 6.42 o'clock p.m., Mrs. Poirier, First Vice-President, adjourned
the Assembly until Wednesday, 30 October 2013, at 9.45 o'clock a.m.
