Last May 28, the Minister of Employment and Social Solidarity announced
regulatory changes to the individual and family assistance program and
announced her commitment to employment services and to letting no one "fall
through the cracks".

According to the departmental document, these changes update the concept of
temporarily limited capacity to reflect the current labour market context. They
include

e raising the age of eligibility for the monthly $129 temporarily limited
capacity allowance from 55 to 58;

e reviewing the eligibility requirements for the monthly $129 temporarily
limited capacity allowance in the case of two-adult families caring for a
preschooler.

It appears from the document that, from July 1, 2013, all the persons affected by
these changes should have been met so that a personalized intervention plan
could be proposed to them to facilitate their labour market integration. Measures
to attain that goal would have been proposed.

When will the Minister release a comprehensive report, for each of the
administrative regions, of the meetings held with the parties concerned by her
commitment to employment services and to letting no one "fall through the
cracks" arising from the regulatory changes to social assistance?

For each of the regions of Québec, what were the employability processes and
employment assistance measures proposed to the persons met within the
framework of the commitment to employment services?

Mrs. David (Gouin) — 10 October 2013
To the Minister of Employment and Social Solidarity:

Last May 28, the Minister of Employment and Social Solidarity announced
regulatory changes to the individual and family assistance program and
announced her commitment to employment services and to letting no one "fall
through the cracks", which stated that all the persons affected by these changes
should have been met so that a personalized intervention plan could be proposed
to them to facilitate their labour market integration.

In the case of young families, until September 30, 2013, recipients will continue
receiving the $129 allowance as long as they do not participate in an
employability process. As soon as they participate in an employment assistance
measure, the temporarily limited capacity allowance can be replaced by an
employment assistance allowance of up to $195 a month, according to the
document entitled Briser le cycle de la pauvreté par une approche globale et
cohérente (breaking the poverty cycle through a global, coherent approach).

For each of the administrative regions:

e How many persons, members of a young family with a preschooler, were
met between July 1 and September 30? What percentage does that represent
in relation to all the persons concerned by the new regulation?

To the Minister of Employment and Social Solidarity:

Last May 28, the Minister of Employment and Social Solidarity announced
regulatory changes to the individual and family assistance program. The
regulatory changes concerning beneficiaries of 53 and 54 years of age applied
from July 1, 2013. The Minister repeated on several occasions that no one would
fall through the cracks.

For each of the administrative regions:

How many persons aged 53 and 54 were met between July 1 and September
30, 2013? What percentage does that represent in relation to all the persons
concerned by the new regulation?

What does the Minister intend to do for those persons who still have not
been met?

How many of them accepted to take part in an employment measure or in an
employability process?

How many of the persons met lost their temporarily limited capacity
allowance?

Did the persons who had not been met by last July 1 keep their $129
temporarily limited capacity allowance until they had been met and had
taken part in an employability process?

e How many persons, as from September 30, received an allowance of $195
per month to take part in an employment assistance measure?

e How many persons accepted to take part in such a measure without it being
available as at July 1? In these cases, did they benefit from a $195 allowance
as soon as they accepted to take part therein or did they keep the $129
allowance as long as the measure was not available?

e What percentage of persons having reached the age of 54 between July 1
and September 30 now only receive the base benefit?

Mr. Bonnardel (Granby) — 5 November 2013
To the Minister of Labour:

In Québec, when a business is sold, its occupational health and safety file is
transferred to the new buyer, even if the new buyer is operating under a new
business name and Québec business number and even if the former owner
continues to operate a similar business under the former business name and
former Québec business number.

Can the Minister of Labour explain to us why the accident files of the
Commission de la santé et de la sécurité du travail are processed in this manner,
which may lead to taking responsibility away from actual offenders and harming
the interests of new buyers?

Mr. Bonnardel (Granby) — 5 November 2013
To the Minister of Municipal Affairs, Regions and Land Occupancy:

Under Québec law, tenants who comply with all of the conditions of their lease
can stay in their dwelling as long as they wish. This is known as the right to
maintain occupancy. There are, however, exceptions to this rule, and
repossessing a dwelling is one of them. A landlord who is the owner of an
immovable can retake possession of a dwelling in the immovable. A co-owner
of an immovable held in undivided co-ownership can also repossess a dwelling
on the condition that there is only one other co-owner who is his or her spouse.
For example, a brother and sister who are co-owners cannot repossess a
dwelling.

Can the Minister of Municipal Affairs, Regions and Land Occupancy explain to
us the grounds on which this provision is based and which prevents two co-
owning members of the same immediate family from repossessing a dwelling
for one or the other's personal use in an immovable that belongs to them?
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(22)  Mr. Sklavounos (Laurier-Dorion) — 6 November 2013
To the Minister of Natural Resources:

On 22 November 2012, the Premier announced, on the margins of the Council
of the Federation, the creation of a Québec-Alberta joint working group to
explore the idea of moving oil to Québec.

On 29 May 2013, the National Assembly carried the following motion:

"Concerning Enbridge’s Line 9 reversal project, that the
National Assembly demand that the Parti Québécois
Government take the necessary measures to ensure that the
economic, environmental and social analyses, as well as the
consultations, are completed by 1 December 2013;

"THAT, in the meantime, all studies and reports
produced by the joint committee or at the Québec Government's
initiative be made public within fifteen days of their receipt,
including the economic report that the Minister of Finance has
had for more than a month."”

The Government did not follow up on this motion. We therefore ask the
Government:

e Have any reports or other documents been produced by the Québec-Alberta
joint working group on oil? If so, on what date?

¢ Did the Minister or a member of his office receive a copy of these reports or
other documents? If so, on what date?

¢ Did the Government of Alberta receive the working group’s reports or other
documents? If so, on what date?

(23)  Mr. Dubé (Lévis) — 7 November 2013
To the Minister of Finance and the Economy:

In light of the recent statements made by the Minister of Finance and the
Economy and in view of what has been reported by several news media, it is
increasingly likely that Québec will still be running a deficit in 2013-2014. If we
want parliamentarians to be able to make the best possible decisions in the
forthcoming debates on the Government's budgetary situation, Members of all
parties represented in the National Assembly must know the facts regarding the
control of Government spending. It is therefore vital that, when the economic

update is presented by the Minister of Finance and the Economy, the
information provided regarding public finance clearly reflects all of the
consolidated information concerning the budgetary situation.

I ask the Minister of Finance and the Economy to provide a picture of the
increase in program spending and in consolidated spending and that the
information requested:

e be indicated in a manner comparable to that indicated on
pages 31 and 81 of the 2012-2013 public accounts
(volume 1);

e concerning the information on non-budgetary agencies and
the special funds of the Government of Québec, that it be
indicated so as to include, on a comparable basis, the revenue
and expenditure forecasts (in total) as well as their variation
compared to last year, with a breakdown of this data.

Mr. Bonnardel (Granby) — 12 November 2013
To the Minister of Municipal Affairs, Regions and Land Occupancy:

Division I, section 4, of the Residential Swimming Pool Safety Regulation,
states that an enclosure must:

e prevent the passage of a spherical object 10 cm in diameter;
e be atleast 1.2 min height;

¢ have no fixture, projection or open parts enabling it to be
climbed.

The City of Granby would like to know if the existing 1.2 m high wrought-iron
fences comply with the Regulation. It must be understood that these fences are
equipped with a horizontal piece of metal that is approximately 15 cm from the
ground and 15 cm from the top, whose purpose is to solidify the structure.

When we consult your department on the subject, we are told that this type of
question requires an interpretation of the Regulation and that, consequently, it is
legal in nature and that the department in no case provides legal advice to
municipalities, which normally must refer to their respective legal services for
counsel.

If the department relies on the municipalities to interpret its regulations, isn't it
opening the door to different regulations in each of the municipalities?
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Mr. Bonnardel (Granby) — 19 November 2013
To the Minister of Employment and Social Solidarity:

Section 20 of the Individual and Family Assistance Act stipulates that financial
assistance granted under this Act to a natural person who is not an employer is
unassignable and unseizable, with the exception of the part of an employment-
assistance allowance exceeding an amount determined by regulation, up to 50%
of which may be seized for non-payment of support.

At the present time, if a judgment is rendered by the Régie du logement against
a tenant who is a recipient of the Social Solidarity Program or the Social
Assistance Program, the landlord cannot enforce this judgment because benefits
are unseizable.

Such being the case, this section of the Act, which is meant to protect recipients,
actually is prejudicial to them by often making them undesirable to landlords.
Does the Minister consider that it would be advisable to amend this Act so that,
when a judgment is handed down against such a tenant, amounts may be
withheld from their last-resort financial assistance by Revenu Québec, similarly
to when they owe money to Revenu Québec ?
